PASL Minimum Game Day Operation Standards

Three days prior to each game

1) The visiting team contacts the home team. Confirming uniform colors, roster,  accommodations and any other issues that may specific to that game.  

Game Day

1) Traveling teams must allow 1 hour driving time for every 50 miles traveled. 

60 Minutes before Game Time 

1) Facility is open

2) Visiting team arrives

3) Game Day form is completed

4) Water is provided on both benches

5) Players are dressed in their uniforms

6) Players will not dress/undress in or around the area of the field or benches. 

7) Players must dress in a locker room, dressing room, office, bathroom, or concealed dressing area.

8) Officials must be provided a space to change.

9) Home team changes if uniform colors are conflicting

30 Minutes before Game Time

1) Officials arrive

2) Officials/Scorekeeper gets completed game day form.

3) Teams warm-up

10 Minutes before Game Time 

1) Teams go to benches

2) Player introductions (Optional)

3) Play National Anthem

Other Standards

1) All home teams will provide a clock operator/scorekeeper.

2) The game for will be filled out completely and accurately.

3) It is preferred that the scorekeeper is an official.

4) All games will have 2 officials on the field.

5) Each region is different, some regions may have central referee assignors. Regions that do not have central assignors, the team/facility is responsible for the assignment.

6) Facilities/Teams are responsible to provide a safe environment for the game. 

7) Traveling teams must allow 1 hour driving time for every 50 miles traveled. 

8) Game forms must be faxed to the league by the home team no later than Monday 9am PST  each game week.

9) The game score and player stats must be entered by the home team by Monday 9am PST each game week.
